OUr HistoryOUr History

The inception of the Rockingham County (RoCo)
Quilt Trail dates back to 2015 when it was initiated
by the Piedmont Conservation Council (PCC),
thanks to financial support from the North
Carolina Department of Commerce.

Collaborating with Rockingham County Soil &
Water and the Rockingham County Tourism
Development Authority (TDA), PCC worked to bring
this trail to life. Presently, RoCo TDA is the sole
entity responsible for its maintenance.

Every quilt block featured on the trail holds its
own unique meaning and story. many participants
chose their installation with special significance
to their family‘s heritage. other blocks serve as a
tribute to RoCo’s rich agricultural heritage,
creating a celebration of the area’s farming
legacy.  The self-guided tour of the trail allows
both residents and visitors to immerse themselves
in the scenic rural landscape of Rockingham
County. This includes exploring historic tobacco
barns, vineyards, farm stands, and country stores
along the way.
